Locational/Place Geography
· name and locate the world’s 7 continents
· Name and locate the 4 countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom
· understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country

Human and Physical Geography
· identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles
· Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to:
i. key physical features, including: beach, mountain, sea, ocean, river, season and weather
ii. key human features, including: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop.
Geographical Skills
· use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries, as well as the countries, continents and oceans studied at this key stage
· use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and directional language to describe the location of features 
· use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features; 
use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment
	London: 
· Know that the United Kingdom is made up of 4 countries -England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Island and that the children live in England.
· Know that the UK is an island surrounded by water.
· Find and point to the UK on a globe, with support.
· Point to the different countries of UK on a pre-labelled map and read the names of each country  – England, Wales, Scotland, Northern Ireland.
· Label England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland on a blank map, with support.
· Know the names of the capital cities of England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland – London, Cardiff, Edinburgh, Belfast.
· Label the capital cities on a map of the UK where the location of the cities is already marked, with support.
· Know the capital city of England is London.
· Find London on a pre-labelled map.
· Name and identify well known landmarks of London.
· Compare London to Sedgeberrow e.g. city/village.
· Sort physical and human features of the land, e.g. mountain, river, hill, forest, school, hospital, bridge, farm etc.
· Recognise the physical and human features of London
· Label aerial photos – London landmarks.

	Weather Experts:
· Name the four seasons that occur in the UK.
· Describe the changes between the four seasons in the UK.
· Describe the weather within each season.
· Observe daily weather using weather symbols.
· Record the weather across a week during each season.
· Understand how the weather affects what clothes we wear.
· Describe the weather using weather symbols on a map of the UK with reference to the 4 countries of the UK (Weather forecast).
· Find and label the North Pole, South Pole and the Equator on a blank world map, with support.
· Know that the North and South Pole are two of the coldest places in the world.
· Know that countries near the Equator have a warm and wet climate all year round.
· Describe what the weather and daylight is like in Tromso, Norway during the winter.
· Compare winter in the UK to winter in Tromso, Norway.
· Describe how people in Tromso, Norway have to adapt to the winter weather.
· Describe what the weather and landscape is like in Antarctica, including comparing daylight with the UK in summer and winter.
· Find Singapore on a globe or world map and know that it is near the Equator.
· Recognise that Singapore only has 2 seasons and is warm all year round.
· Compare the 4 seasons of the UK to the 2 seasons of Singapore.

· What is the weather like in the UK?
· What is the weather like near the equator?

Enchanted Forest:
· Understand that maps can look different and can have different detail.
· Know that maps have a key to show us key physical and human features, e.g. water, hills, church, school, woodland etc.
· Create an imaginary map (e.g. of an enchanted forest) using pictorial representations (not symbols).

All Things Wild:
· Name the 7 continents of the world and find them/point to them on a pre-labelled world map  –  North America, South America, Europe, Africa, Asia, Oceania, Antarctica.
· Know that a continent is made up of a group of countries.
· Label the 7 continents on a blank map, with support.
· Compare the UK to Kenya – look at climate, physical/human features, wildlife.
· To know the 4 compass points – North, South, East and West.
· To use directional language and the points on a compass to give directions to a location on a grid map of the savannah.

	· North is always found by pointing our arm out straight (north is north and we need a compass to tell us where the north is).  
· A map will include every detail of an area or place.  All maps look the same and hold the same information.  
· Countries nearest the equator never have any  rain.
· A continent is a country.  All continents are the same(size/population/culture)
· Oceania is sometimes called Australia.  Australasia is a continent.
· UK is not part of Europe (not attached/Brexit).
· UK is not the same as the United Kingdom.
