	Pupils should be taught about changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age

This could include:
· late Neolithic hunter-gatherers and early farmers, for example, Skara Brae 
· Bronze Age religion, technology and travel, for example, Stonehenge
Iron Age hill forts: tribal kingdoms, farming, art and culture
	The Stone Age
· To create a timeline of what the children already know
· To see where the Stone Age fits onto our timeline
· To understand Stone Age is named after the tools used in order to survive
· To understand our knowledge from this time comes from archaeology
· Why is it called the Stone Age?
· How did they get their food, What did they eat?
· To know people were nomadic during this period and began to settle in the Mesolithic
· To know why people began to farm during the Mesolithic and Neolithic times, 
· To compare homes throughout the stone age – what resources became available
· The Stone Age is split up into 3 periods – Palaeolithic, Mesolithic and Neolithic
· Important changes from Stone Age to Bronze Age – weapons/homes/people
· Changes between Bronze Age to Iron Age – metal used,
· To understand how we know about the Stone Age – primary sources (Stonehenge and Skara Brae)
	· Where did they live?
· How did they keep warm?
·  What was life like in the Stone Age?
· What weapons did they use?
· What is different about the Stone Age to modern life?
· How did homes change throughout the stone age?


	Pupils should be taught about the Roman empire and its impact on Britain

This could include:
a. Julius Caesar’s attempted invasion in 55-54 BC
b. the Roman Empire by AD 42 and the power of its army
c. successful invasion by Claudius and conquest, including Hadrian’s Wall
d. British resistance, for example, Boudica
"Romanisation" of Britain: sites such as Caerwent and the impact of technology, culture and beliefs, including early Christianity
	Romans
· To know where the Roman Empire fits into the chronology of what they have learnt so far – After the Stone Age (overlapping into AD)
· To know how quickly the empire spread and why
· To know when the Romans invaded England (AD43)
· To know why the Romans invaded Britain – metals, raw materials, slaves, land
· To look at how the Romans impacted Britain – Roads, Baths
· To know who Boudicca was and how she impacted the Romans – her rebellion
· To know why the Romans retreated
· To understand about Roman legionary – Roman Workshop visit into school
	· Where did the Romans come from?
· How did the Empire spread?
· Why did they come to Britain?
· What did the Romans do for us?
· Was what they did a good thing or a bad thing?
· Why did the Romans leave Britain?
· What do we still have today that the Romans brought across?
· What was it like at the time the Roman’s invaded?
· How do we know what it was like?
