· early Islamic civilization, including a study of Baghdad c. AD 900;
· Mayan civilization c. AD 900; or
· Benin (West Africa) c. AD 900-1300

	The Ancient Maya
· Understanding where the Mayan Civilisation fits into the World’s History
· To understand where the Mayan’s fit into the history the children have studied
· To compare Mayan life to our life today – culture/food
· To explain the religious beliefs of the Mayan people – believed and worshipped different gods (Itzamna, Ix Chel) had religious rituals and festivals – Compare to religions they’ve learnt about
· To understand how the Mayan number system works – Like Roman numerals
· To identify and use a range of evidence sources to help understand more about the Maya civilisation – copan, statues, pyramidal buildings
· To explain what the Mayan writing system consisted of – like hieroglyphics 
· To know what codices are
· To identify facts about the Maya writing system
· To construct words using the syllabograms and logograms
· To describe the food eaten by Mayan people 
· To describe why corn is significant and precious to the ancient Maya people
· To describe why chocolate is significant and precious to the ancient Maya people

	Local History
Pupils should be taught about an aspect of local history
	Beyond the Gates
· To know about historical places in locality – what famous landmarks are there?
· To know about local villages are their origins – Saxon
· To know history there is in Evesham – Eof, buildings, Battle, Simon De Montfort, River, Medieval/Tudor
· To know about Simon De Montfort and King Henry including the Battle of Evesham
· To know that the Battle of Evesham was integral in the development of parliament today
· To create a timeline of Shakespeare's life – born, died, plays written
· To know key historical places of interest such as Shakespeare's’ birthplace, Anne Hathaway's cottage, Mary Arden’s Farm – School Trip (if able to)
· To know about Sedgeberrow’s local archaeological site where Roman and Saxon artefacts – new Roman Road discovered in Evesham too (2022)
· To know about other local historical people – Clement Lichfield (last abbot of Evesham), Frederick Preedy (architect and glass painter from Offenham), Sir Henry Fowler
	· What famous landmarks are there around Evesham?
· Who was Simon De Montfort?
· Why is Stratford so famous?
· Who was Shakespeare?
· How did the Battle of Evesham influence things today?
· What happened in Shakespeare’s life?
· What are the famous buildings in Stratford?
· What other famous people are from near Evesham?

	Extended chronological study
Pupils should be taught a study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066
· changes in an aspect of social history, such as crime and punishment from the Anglo-Saxons to the present or leisure and entertainment in the 20th Century

	Crime and Punishment
· To know what the Romans believed about crime and punishment. 
· To understand that each crime committed resulted in punishment – depending what class of person you were depended what punishment you got (execution, exile, pillory)
· To identify how the Roman justice system has left a legacy today 
· To compare modern British and Roman justice system with that of the Anglo-Saxons. 
· Punishments: Stoning, whipping, drowning, stocks, exile, hanging
· Werigild – to settle disputes
· To find out about different punishment methods that were popular during the Tudor period – stocks, flogging, limbs cut off, pillory
· To find out about the life of Dick Turpin based on historical sources. 
· To understand the experience of Victorian prisoners.
· To compare modern methods of crime prevention and detection with what existed in the past – prevention and detection – DNA testing, CCTV, fingerprints, police, trials by judge
	· What did the Roman’s believe about crime and punishment?
· What is our justice system like?
· How did the Anglo-Saxon’s justice system work? Did they have one?
· What punishment methods did they have in Tudor times?
· Who was Dick Turpin? What did he do?
· Has he influenced how we live our lives today?

· How is crime detected?
